Dogs without a valid Jump Height Card/Form may still compete; but they must be measured/wicketed by the Judge of Record PRIOR to running in their class and this measurement will be valid for that weekend of trials only. However, if a VMO or an AKC Agility Rep is present; all dogs without a valid Jump Height Card/Form must be measured at some time during the trial or cluster of trials. It is the exhibitor’s responsibility to have their dog measured prior to running and failure to do so will result in the cancellation of any qualifying scores. NEW Simplified Jump Height Card Process: When filling out the entry form, there is a new section at the top of the form for exhibitors to designate whether your dog needs to be measured. Please make sure and check that box if your dog needs to be measured.  

OBSTACLES

Dogs Eligible to Enter
This trial is open to all dogs 15 months of age or older that are registered with the American Kennel Club or are register-able breeds that have obtained PAL/ILP numbers from the American Kennel Club, except bitches in season, aggressive dogs, blind or deaf dogs, or dogs suffering from any deformity, injury or illness which may affect the dog’s physical or mental performance. All American dogs enrolled in the AKC Canine Partners program are eligible to enter this all-breed AKC agility trial. Mixed breed dogs entered in these events must list the breed name as “All American” and not as a breed hybrid and must include their AKC Canine Partners number on the entry form and check the AKC No. Box.

BUILDING WILL BE AVAILABLE FOR SET UP on THURSDAY, September 1, 2011 from 5 p.m. to 7 pm. 7:30 a.m on Friday and 6:30 a.m. on Saturday, Sunday and Monday.  X-pens are not allowed.  Flexi Leads are not allowed in the building or within 50 feet of the building.  Crating will be offered on a large basketball court and in marked areas around the arena and on the field. Entry fees will not be refunded if the trials cannot be opened or completed by reason of riots, civil disturbance, fire, an act of God, public emergency, an act of a public enemy, or any other cause beyond the control of the organizing committee.
It is expressly understood that exhibitors alone are responsible for the behavior of their dogs and/or children. Any exhibitor whose dog and/or children create unnecessary disturbances or repeatedly engage in unsafe or disruptive behavior, may, at the discretion of the Trial Committee be asked to leave the trial site. There will be no refund of entry fees if a person is asked to leave the trial site. 

All dogs must be on leash at all times except when in the ring or when in the designated agility warm-up area.

Exhibitors alone are responsible for being at the ring gate when it is their turn to run.  Failure to be at ring gate could result in the exhibitor being marked absent.

Exhibitors may wear shirts or insignia of their training group if they wish.
